Chesley Gunn earned medalist honors as he led Darton College to yet another tournament 
victory at the ABAC Invitational with a two-day total of 142 (71-71).  Darton rallied from a 
seven stroke deficit on Sunday to achieve the victory. 

Darton’s Andy Lewis (73-73-146) and Coleman Calhoun (77-69-146) each finished in the 
top five as well for Darton finishing tied for third. 

Gunn was the fourth different winner this fall for Darton. Coleman Calhoun, J.P. Putnam 
and Jin Chung each have recorded a victory as well this fall. 

“I think you can put any five of us on the first team and we can win every tournament,” 
Gunn said. “We just need to get off to a better start.” 

Darton’s seven-stroke deficit to the Hurricanes after the first day left coach Dale Dover 
concerned.
